Confess one’s strong desire to be obedient to Christ as Lord and taking up the will of one’s heavenly Father over and above the will
of self. Expression of considered commitment.

Desire to obey Christ's command and be baptized. Dedication of one’s life to the glory of God. Commitment to be diligent about
growing in Christian character and to become like Christ, according to Holy Scriptures.

Intimate identification with the death and resurrection of Jesus Christ.
Intimate identification with the Body of Christ.

Acknowledgment of the One True God in the Persons of the Father, Son and Holy Spirit (Trinity).

Do you believe in Christ Jesus as your Lord and Savior? Is the basis of your faith God’s finished work of
salvation through the Cross of Christ?
